Invitation
Personal invitation is the most effective form of publicity, because 
it involves relationship.  But, what will we invite people to?

• Sharing music, poetry, stories about life.

• Hospitality in a non-church space.

• Creating a warm, supportive community for 
conversation and friendship.

An invitation to sit on a sofa in a busy 
place and have a conversation: ‘Tell me 
about a time you were lost in wonder.’

Church Events 

• Special services, such as Christingle services.

• One-off events, such as a Roger Jones musical or 
Children’s Holiday Club
